The Saturday is a shooting day (which requires green uniform) and the Sunday is the expedition (which at minimum requires walking boot/shoes for the very possibly wet terrain, waterproof, civilian clothing appropriate for trekking, and a packed lunch).

The overnight stay requires a sleeping bag as well (a pillow would definitely be advisable).
